@ BACKGROUND AND PURPOSE
The Sheyenne River flows roughly 591 miles from central North Dakota, eventually
8 meandering its way east to the Red River near Fargo. Valley City sits along the Sheyenne

River, downstream of Baldhill Dam, which forms Lake Ashtabula. During a typical spring
each year, the river swells from snow melt with water levels peaking around March and
PROJECT PHASES April, often creating flood conditions. After experiencing major flooding in 2009, 2010,
and 2011, the cities of Valley City and Lisbon each decided to pursue permanent flood
protection. Collectively known as the Sheyenne River Valley Flood Protection project,

the City of Lisbon completed its flood protection in 2018. Valley City has completed
phases I-1ll, with phase IV scheduled for 2024 and phase V anticipated for 2025.
